Twenty-three of the men made the ultimate sacrifice—dying during
the war, in battle or from disease. The book provides an overview of
the role of Berkshire men in the Civil War and a history of their recruitment
for the 54th, their training, and their service in the South from 1863
to 1865. It touches on their lives before the war and also examines
in detail the lives of those who returned home, in the contexts of
continuing racism and discrimination in the North and the emergence
of Black communities in the region. The book features 75 photos and
illustrations, maps, a timeline, a full bibliography, and an index.
